
 2013 China Energy & Environment Summit

On August 8, 2013, the sixth China energy & environment summit (CEES)co-organizers and reporters conference held in 501 VIP room, the economic daily editorial Building . Director of China Energy and Environment Research Center, Secretary General of China Energy & Environment Summit, Professor of the University of International Business and Economics, LIN Zhiqin hosted and released information about the summit. Vice President Chen Xiaolin, ‘Economic’  magazine of Economic Daily (group), delivered a speech. China-Beijing Environmental Exchange (CBEEX), Director of the center for energy trading Zhang Zhenlong introduced the preparation for Air pollution control and hybrid electric vehicles sub-summit. Some experts, including professor ZhuangRui from University of International Business and Economics, Liu Fang, Vice President of Air liquide China technology, etc. also made a speech on the meeting. Media reporters from Economic daily, the People's Daily - China energy news, Guangming daily, China Electric news, China automotive news, Bright news, China environment news, China petrochemical news, ‘economic’ magazine, China soft science, China Machinery & Electric Industry, China Economic Net, People Daily, the Energy Grid attended the press release and carried on certain questions.

Since the 17th Congress of the CPC, the government, enterprises, society as well as folk force have jointed together to promote China's green production, green technology and green consumption, which greatly improved China’s green low-carbon transformation and clean energy utilization. However, we must pay high attention to the rapid growth in overall carbon emissions and the higher environmental costs per unit of GDP. In general the particulate matter in the air and the total suspended particulates in major cities decreased significantly, but that of Tianjin and Beijing is among the highest in the world (in the fourth and fifth). No carbon, low carbon technologies of clean energy development is urgently needed. The sub-summit related to the national strategy and the world experience  of Clean energy utilization  will focus on deep discussion about low carbon (zero carbon, carbon reduction) technology, the cost of clean energy, clean energy acceptance, uhv, smart grid, green consumption and other issues.

Since the reform and opening, China’s urbanization process has become a spectacle of global economic development and urban construction, with the number of cities increasing from more than 160 to over 660, and the size, function and economic strength of the cities improving dramatically as well. In recent years, China’s smart city construction is flourishing, with many districts and provinces joining in the process. It is reported that up to July 2012, more than 150 cities are considering about the smart city construction or under construction, of which over 50 cities have released the smart city planning and action plan or have listed it onto “ the Twelfth Five-Year Plan” and government reports. How to build an eco-city with better intelligence and limited resources has become a major task of all levels of government.  Smart (ecological) city sub-summit will have a dialogue about smart city selection criteria, usage of politic funds, general (international) standards,  new business opportunities ,  District and enterprise representatives.

Before CEES co-organizers and reporters conference, Prof. Lin Zhiqin, CEES secretary-general, published one signed-paper named ‘reversed green low carbon transformation through purifying the air’ on China energy news front-page headlines , June 24. On June 30, through baidu, 360, and Google search, hundreds of Governments websites, the mainstream media, community and company websites , central and local , domestic and international , such as National Energy Administration, the National Nevelopment and Reform Commission, Forestry Bureau , the Chinese academy of social sciences, All-China Federation of Labor ,Qstheory magazine, Xinhua, People's Daily online, Guangming, China Radio International, etc., have transmitted the full text on the important page.
